TITLE: Request for Proposal for National Board for Professional Teaching

Standards Support Process

Pending availability of general funds, Fthe Hawaii Teacher Standards Board (HTSB)
approves the following criteria for a Request for Proposal (RFP) for National Board for
Professional Teaching Standards (NBPTS) support process and directs the Executive
Director to work with Procurement Office to invite proposals:

Support provider will:

Work under the direction of the HTSB Executive Director or designee_and perform in
accordance with guidelines established by HTSB;

Conduct no less than one (1) one-hour informational session on the NBPTS
certification process in each Hawaii Department of Education (DOE) district between
April 1 and May 31 of each school year;

Conduct no less than eight (8) three-hour support sessions in each of the Hawaii
DOE districts for up-te-16 regularly enrolled NBPTS candidates per session between
September 1 and April 15, or 15 days prior to the published deadline for submitting
NBPTS portfolios in each school year, whichever is earlier,

Conduct no less than eight (8) three-hour online support sessions for up-te-46
regularly enrolled NBPTS candidates per session between September 1 and April
15, or 15 days prior to the published deadline for submitting NBPTS portfolios in
each school year, whichever is earlier;

Develop proactive candidate support system to ensure accessibility and
responsiveness to candidates who require support outside of the formal support
sessions;

Review at least one draft portfolio entry per candidate per session and provide
written feedback to the candidate for revision.

Submit a written report to the HTSB at a regularly scheduled meeting no later than
July following the school year in which support is provided. The report will include
data on attendance at informational sessions; attendance at support sessions;
challenges encountered by candidates during the process and suggestions for
program improvement-, number of first time candidates, completion time, and pass,
fail and pending candidate data.

Contract shall be awarded for a term of three years, renewable one year at a time
based on increased number of first-time candidates, improved certification

completion time for candidates, and increased certification completion rate for
candidates.

TITLE: University of Hawaii-Manoa Physical Education Candidates

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board approves the following for physical

education teacher education candidates currently enrolled at the University of
Hawaii-Manoa:

1. Currently enrolled candidates shall be allowed to complete their State
Approved Teacher Education Program (SATEP) in physical education
according to the anticipated program completion date for each candidate.

2. The Unit shall submit a report at the end of each semester, beginning on
June 30, 2011, to HTSB on the progress being made by the program in its
appeal for recognition from the physical education Specialty Professional
Association (SPA), the National Association for Sport & Physical
Education (NASPE).

3. The University of Hawaii-Manoa College of Education shall not recruit or
accept any new candidates for licensure into its physical education
teacher education program until such time as it earns approval status from
its National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE)
SPA.

The Board takes this action in the interest of the teacher candidates who in good
faith entered the physical education program expecting to complete a SATEP
that would be accepted as one of the Board's licensing requirements. This action
also reinforces the Board's commitment to its SATE standards and review
process and the NCATE-State protocol. The Dean of the College of Education
shall be notified of this decision within 30 days.

TITLE: Halau Wanana-Indigenous Center for Higher Learning Request to
Delay Their State Approved Teacher Education Program Review

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board approves the following in response to a
request to delay the State Approved Teacher Education Program (SATEP)
review for Halau Wanana-Indigenous Center for Higher Learning teacher
education unit and programs:

1. Current SATE approval is extended to Becember-34-2044 June 30, 2012
at Halau Wanana's request to allow additional time for the unit to prepare
for their unit and program reviews.

2. Currently enrolled candidates in the Halau Wanana secondary and
elementary programs shall be allowed to complete their SATEP according
to the anticipated program completion date for each candidate.

3. The unit and programs shall not recruit or accept any new candidates for
licensure into its elementary and secondary programs.

4. The Unit shall submit a report to HTSB no later than June 30, 2011 on the
progress being made by the candidates.

5. Halau Wanana must submit their Unit Self Study Report (USSR) and
Program Self Study Reports (PSSR) for the elementary and secondary
programs to HTSB no later than Oeteber December 1, 2011.

6. Electronic program reviews and joint HTSB-WINHEC onsite unit reviews
will take place in Nevember2044 January 2012.

7. Should Halau Wanana fail to submit their USSR and PSSR’s by the
required deadline their SATE approval will lapse on Osteber December 1,
2011.

8. The next onsite review will be conducted by a national accreditation body
approved by the US Department of Education.

The Board takes this action in the interest of the teacher candidates who in good
faith entered the elementary and secondary teacher education programs
expecting to complete a SATEP that would be accepted as one of the Board’s
licensing requirements. This action also reinforces the Board's commitment to its
SATE standards and review process. The Director of Halau Wanana-Indigenous

TITLE: Acceptance of Alternative Methods of Verification of Experience for
License Renewal

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board approves the following two additional options, A
and B, for verification of satisfactory experience for teachers employed by the Hawaii
Department of Education (DOE) within the five years prior to their license renewal:

A. Hawaii DOE teachers submitting a successful PEP-T evaluation as evidence that
they meet the Teacher Performance Standards bearing the signature of the
supervisor who conducted the evaluation may use the PEP-T to verify
satisfactory experience and will not be required to also submit HTSB Form 4010
Verification of Experience for Renewal, since the PEP-T verifies satisfactory
experience during the five years immediately preceding license renewal.

OR

B. The Hawaii DOE Office of Human Resources may submit electronic verification to
HTSB that a teacher meets the license renewal requirement for successful teaching
within the five years immediately preceding their current expiration date.

“Successfully taught”, for the purpose of license renewal, includes:

a. Verified administrative, supervisory and/or teaching experience in a public
school operated by a local education agency in the United States and its
possessions; or

b. Verified administrative, supervisory and/or teaching experience in public
schools or non-public schools approved by recognized accrediting
agencies. (Accrediting or approval agencies are the State Departments
of Education and/or Southern, Middle States, North Central, New English,
Northwest and Western Associations of Schools and Colleges); or

c. Employees of the Hawaii Department of Education who held a valid Hawaii
teaching license during the period of employment for which experience is
requested

C. The Board directs the Executive Director to develop the reporting format with the
Director of Human Resources and report back to the Board at the March 2011
meeting.

D. Once the electronic reporting is implemented Hawaii DOE teachers will not be
required to submit HTSB Form RA4010 for license renewal.

E. Teachers will be notified by publication on the HTSB website and notices will be
sent to the Department of Education and Hawaii State Teachers Association of this
action by April 30, 2011.

TITLE: Policy on Reciprocity

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board approves the following policy on license
reciprocity to facilitate the mobility of teachers holding an active license in one of
the jurisdictions listed in the attached table_from the NASDTEC Agreement
effective 2010 and amended thereafter. This policy is based on a reciprocity
study commissioned by the Board comparing licensure requirements in these
jurisdictions and the requirements for licensure found in Hawaii Administrative
Rules § 8-54-9 (a) (ii) (4):

(ii) A standard renewable license may be granted to an
applicant for five (5) years provided that the individual
has:

(4) (a) possesses a valid unrevoked teaching license
from another state;
(b) completed a State-approved teacher education
program;

(c) passed all licensing tests required by the State
which issued the valid license being used to apply
under this section. At a minimum, the tests must have
tested for content knowledge.

For test(s) not taken, the applicant must comply with
requirements set by the Board;

(d) obtained clearance in the professional fitness
check; and

(e) pays license fees as established by the board.
